STUDENT VISA PROCESS

There are two types of student visas: a) for studies no longer than 180 days and, b) for studies longer than 180 days. The
student visa of 180 days or less, if approved, will be valid for the length of the studies. However, the studet visa for studies
longer than 180 days, if approved, will be valid, for 3 months and in the first month of stay in Spain the student must apply

for a student residence card.
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
